White markings are permitted on 
the legs or face only. Mane and tail should be white or flaxen. 
 
Board discussion about the best wording about the extent of white that is 
acceptable for registration of a pure blood Haflinger.  Returned to committee 
to continue to discuss wording options. 
 
Motion approved by committee: No changes to stallion licensing fee policy even if a 
stallion is "inactive" and not breeding for a year or more 
 
Board discussion about what is the best way to handle a stallion who is not 
breeding for several years, with owner not paying the annual licensing fee 
and whether there needs to be a late fee to activate the license or requirement 
for relicensing.
