Sheila reports that the Pedigree 
department has processed 107 foal registrations and 123 transfers.  Stallion license 
renewals received for the 2009 breeding season thus far are 307. There are 
currently 159 magazine subscribers.  2009 members logged into the system to date 
are 850.
