The only item of note to us is under Item 5, where the general membership did ratify
the change in WHF minimum height from 138 cm. to 140 cm. The inch conversion
of this is 54+ to 55 even. Itis my recommendation that the AHR BOD amend our
breed standards to read "55' rather than "54", so that we are in sync with the world
standard.
