Work continues on the development of by-laws and operating procedures for the
new world organization. The Technical Group established to resolve the issues with
the draft by-laws held its second meeting December 14th.

While much work remains to be done at the fourth meeting of the
group on January 18th, the group’s position on the issue of only recognizing
Haflingers with less than 1.56% Arab blood and no other outside blood is being
contested by the American Haflinger Registry. Discussion will continue with the
International Haflinger Association to resolve this matter. The American Haflinger
Registry may have to make a decision on whether we want to be a part of the
International Haflinger Association or simply withdraw and concentrate on running
our own registry.
